There is no
need for you to submit scores as | calculate them from the results that are sent to me from each shoof.

For those at the National Clout Championships in October you will have heard me explain my intentions
for the ongoing development of the Clout Classifications. | have already noticed differences in the qualifying
scores between bow disciplines and between Gents and Ladies. These differences are also spotted in the
current Nafional Records that are published. It is my intention to carry on with the existing qualifying scores for
the 2015 season and then take stock of what has been achieved in numbers across all disciplines.
